Key Facts (what are the key facts ?)

e While performing line work the Slave / Levelling Arm Ram failed on a 18GB Sherrin MEWP, tilting
the basket and ejecting the employees. Both employees were wearing harnesses and remained
attached to the basket, however did sustain minor injuries as a result of the fall. Both employees
were required to be rescued by a member of the work crew working on the ground. The work crew
had performed pre-operational checks on the MEWP prior to commencing the work activity.

Actions (Information on corrective actions implemented that may prevent harm and or assist others in preventing a similar occurrence)

Managers Supervisors are to ensure all operators are made aware of this HSE Alert and comply with the
following;

¢ Managers and Work Groups are to review all Short Term Hire MEWP to identify if Sherrin MEWP
models with a fly boom configuration; 18I, 18GB and 24GB are currently being utilised.

e Any units identified are to be immediately stood down and the local FTSO notified.
e Reinforce the need to perform pre-start inspections
